A Tribute to the Old Poster Peddler

Many of you knew Herb Greenberg—a colleague,
a contributor to our profession, and
“The Old Poster Peddler.” The following obituary
appeared in the February 3, 2006 edition of the
Santa Rosa Press-Democrat.

Herbert Greenberg became a full-fledged Francophile while
studying at the University of Geneva during his junior year
in college. On weekends he would leave Switzerland and head
across the border to soak up anything and everything French.
“He was a Frenchman through and through, or at least he
wanted to be a Frenchman through and through. He loved
everything about France including the language,” said wife
Anne Greenberg of Santa Rosa.

Greenberg, a longtime French teacher at Santa Rosa High
School and active community volunteer, died Wednesday at
his Santa Rosa home. He was 80. The cause of death was
cancer.

Greenberg taught French at Santa Rosa High for 25 years,
retiring in 1984. He continued in the classroom as a substi-
tute teacher until last September, always upholding his repu-
tation as a stern taskmaster.

“Herb was known as Monsieur Greenberg at Santa Rosa
High School. He was intense, demanding and effective, re-
flecting what’s good in education,” said retired teacher and
friend Lee Torliatt, who taught with Greenberg at Santa Rosa
High. For many years Greenberg and Torliatt commuted to-
gether, engaging in deep philosophical discussions and flights
of fancy.

“He had a wonderful sense of irony, mixed with a won-
derful sense of idealism. It made for interesting conversa-
tions,” said Torliatt.

Greenberg earned both his bachelor’s and master’s de-
grees from Stanford University. Before becoming an educa-
tor, he served three years with the Department of State in
Iceland. During World War 11, he served with the Marines in
the Pacific.

Foreign Language Education In the Spotlight—Finally!

On Feb 16, the Executive Director, representing CLTA and
CFLP, attended a symposium sponsored by the Washington-
based Committee for Economic Development, the Asia Soci-
ety, the World Affairs Council and the Hewlett Foundation.
The occasion was the release of the CED’s latest policy state-
ment, Education for Global Leadership: The Importance of
International Studies and Foreign Language Education for
U.S. Economic and National Security

This was a power-packed event, from two perspectives.
First, the speakers represented some of the most powerful
voices in global education, although none came from the field
of language education. Among the speakers was Charles Kolb,
the President of CED, who gave an overview of CED’s re-
cently released statement, Vivien Stewart, Asia Society’s Vice-
President for Education, Dr. Milton Chen, George Lucas Edu-
cational Foundation’s Executive Director, Yvonne Chan, Prin-
cipal of the Next Century Learning Center and member of
the California State Board of Education, Bess Stephens, HP
Vice President and Global Director of Philanthropy and Edu-
cation, and Jane Wales, World Affairs Council of Northern
California’s President and CEO.

The symposium was also powerful from my personal per-
spective as a language educator; for the first time in my
memory, | was participating in a non-foreign language round
table, with individuals who were not foreign language edu-
cators but who expressed positive and emphatic statements
as to the importance of studying languages other than En-
glish as an essential component of global education.

Mr. Kolb’s presentation was followed by a report from
Vivien Stewart highlighting innovative initiatives in global
studies and foreign language education from states and cities
around the country. California was conspicuously absent from
this publication. The remainder of the symposium was de-
voted to a discussion of the implications of these issues for
California.

The major premise of the CED’s report is that “America’s
continued global leadership will depend on our students’ abili-
ties to interact with the world community both inside and
outside our borders” and that, as a consequence, “the interna-
tional studies and foreign language education of all of our
students must be strengthened to prepare today’s students to
become tomorrow’s global leaders.”

Whenever we see or hear references to the need for glo-
bal studies and foreign language education, it is usually in
reference to the challenges to our national security. But the
CED report also emphasizes that global studies and foreign
language education are essential to our ability to meet the

challenges to our multi-cultural society in stating, “As our
communities and workplaces become more diverse, foreign
language proficiency and cultural knowledge will become
critical in conducting business in the United States.”

The report made three recommendations:

CED recommends that international content be taught
across the curriculum and at all levels of learning, to ex-
pand American students’ knowledge of other countries
and cultures.

CED recommends expanding the training pipeline at ev-
ery level of education to address the paucity of Ameri-
cans fluent in foreign languages, especially critical, less-
commonly taught languages such as Arabic, Chinese,
Hindi, Japanese, Korean, Persian/Farsi, Russian and Turk-
ish.

CED recommends that national leaders—political lead-
ers, as well as the business and philanthropic communi-
ties, and the media—inform the public about the impor-
tance of improving education in foreign languages and
international studies.

The report concludes, “Leadership in the 21% century will
depend not only on strengthening our students’ reading, math
and science skills, but also on helping them become citizens
of the world by expanding their knowledge of other coun-
tries, cultures and languages. Our national security and our
economic prosperity ultimately depend on how well we edu-
cate today’s students to become tomorrow’s global leaders.”
These concluding statements should make all foreign language
educators smile.

I am happy to provide you and your organization with an
update from ACTFL Headquarters on several exciting initia-
tives.

As you know from the message sent recently to all ACTFL
members, the Discover Languages website is up and run-
ning—though in its initial construction—with new informa-
tion added daily.

Ad-
ditional products can be found in the product store and new
ones will be added to the product line in the near future.

Another important addition to the website that is of inter-
est to your organization is the downloadable official Discover
Languages logo. We are asking that users read the guidelines
and fill out and submit a brief online form so that we can
have a record of all the exciting uses of the logo by ACTFL
members. It is important to this long-term campaign to have
the use of the logo consistent with the goals of the campaign.

Several other updates since our Delegate Assembly met
in November:

Education Budget—President Bush has unveiled his bud-
get proposal for the coming year. It contains funding for the
National Security Language Initiative as he outlined in early
January. There is a $35 million increase in Department of
Education funding to increase FLAP funding and to establish
24 school district partnerships with colleges and universities

to create programs in critical needs languages, as well as fund
a Language Teacher Corps, establish an E-Learning Language
Clearinghouse, and expand teacher-to-Teacher Seminars to
reach foreign language teachers. Of course, all these propos-
als must go through Congress and receive appropriations be-
fore we will see money for them. We will certainly be in-
volved in advocating for this increased funding.

ACTFL Position Statements—I appreciate your input on
the Position Statements. We are working on revisions and
will get them to you very soon, along with a report of your
comments and suggestions.

ACTFL National Language Teacher of the Year—Many
thanks to state organizations for selecting a Language Teacher
of the Year to send to the regional semi-finals. We look for-
ward to another exciting announcement of the regional final-
ists and the announcement of the 2006 National Language
Teacher of the Year at the ACTFL Convention in November.

Internet-based foreign language searches for relevant
materials often yield endless (sometimes unrelated) link lists,
effectively discouraging some from incorporating technol-
ogy into their teaching. LARC’s DMA provides an instruc-
tional design-based approach to guide access to authentic lan-
guage materials. The DMA provides recommendations for
using each of its resources within self-instructional, on-site,
and remote distance education learning environments. Con-
tent-related activities may also be added to both the instruc-
tor and learner sections for each DMA resource.

The goal of the DMA Summer Institute is to enable for-
eign language faculty to create their own authentic digital
materials and integrate them in world language and culture
courses. Participants will first learn how to use the DMA to
locate existing foreign language and cultural materials. They
will explore how these materials can be used for teaching
and learning foreign languages and then design and develop
their own authentic foreign language materials and integrate
them in a DMA module. On the final day, projects will be
presented with their digital media and a discussion of how
the content can be used.

The Way It Was—The Second Year

This is the fifth in a series.

With organizational structures in place, CFLTA’s second President, Dr. Alba Moesser, then professor of Spanish at California
State University, Dominguez Hills, was in 1970-71 able to focus on building a base of benefits for the association’s members.

Among the activities begun during this period were

Filling the post of Legislative Representative,

Participating in the process of evaluating materials for state adoption,

Rallying members to contact the State Department of Education when it was announced that there was
inadequate funding to support the adoption of FL materials,

Petitioning the State Board of Education to authorize continued work of the FL Advisory Committee in
producing a FL framework after the adoption of materials, a reversal of the usual order of producing a
framework and then adopting materials,

Sponsoring two week-long “Language Inns,” during the summer of 1971.

The style of Dr. Moesser’s leadership shows in her column, “The President Reports—The New Look in FL
Education,” which appears in the February 1971, issue of the CFLTA Newsletter.

Spring is approaching. It’s time for FL teachers to take a close look at their winter instructional wardrobes, to prepare
for a new season. A lot of old hats and other worn-out garments will have to be discarded.

Seasons change; fashions change; the world changes.
And students, sensitive to the seasons, conscious of fashion, and concerned with being part of that changing world,
won‘t be buying FL education’s winter style.

Consider the recent surge to eliminate college FL graduation requirements! Study the decrease in FL enrollments
throughout the nation! Is FL study meeting the needs of changing times?

Let’s not be dinosaurs—unadapting to new environments. Those giants never were sharp dressers!
Let’s be a la mode. Let’s make FL study rewarding; let’s make it exciting. Let’s make it high fashion.

Let’s bring our profession into vogue. Let’s put a new look in FL education—in each of our classrooms and through
professional associations!

A kicker headline in the February 1971, Newsletter announces a “First for State.”

Launching yet another activity to meet the needs of California’s FL teachers, CFLTA will sponsor three separate
Language Inns during the summer of 1971—one in French, one in German, and one in Spanish. Each Inn will provide
teachers with the opportunity to devote a full week of living and learning the culture and language which they teach,
isolated from the routine and pressure of daily life in America. The program of each Inn will emphasize intensive
language instruction as well as a wide range of cultural experiences, including singing, dancing, arts and crafts, food
preparation and sports. All activities will be conducted in the language of the Inn, and participants will be expected to
leave English at home during their sojourn.

Location of the Inns is the picturesque Casa de Maria, a quiet retreat hidden in the hills of Montecito, not far from
Santa Barbara. CFLTA has set the fee for the Inns at the minimum required to meet operating costs, with no profit to
he organization itself.

Other activities are reported in the February, 1971, Newsletter:

CFLTA Task Force Sets Up Idea Exchange

Headed by Carol Sparks, CFLTA Vice President, a Task Force has been appointed to recommend means for
improving FL instruction throughout the State. One of the first projects recommended by the group is the establishment
of a Resource Center to coordinate the exchange of useful ideas for teaching FLs.

State Text Adoption Faces Financial Crisis

Proposed cuts in California’s educational budget threaten implementation of the state’s plan to adopt FL textbooks
for grades K-8. Governor Reagan has indicated that he intends to reduce by 20% the amount of money to be spent
on education next year.

Board Action Enables FL Adoption To Proceed

By its action on January 15, 1971, the California State Board of Education assured that the process of evaluating
FL textbooks and producing the FL framework will continue according to schedule. Several weeks prior to the
action, the Board had resolved that it would not approve a textbook adoption in any subject unless it had already
approved a framework for the subject.

This action presented a serious problem for FLs, since the schedule for textbook adoption and framework pro-
duction had not previously been coordinated. The textbook adoption is scheduled to go to the Board for approval in
April, while the framework is not due to be completed until the end of the academic year.

To preserve the adoption, the FL Advisory Committee decided to embark on a crash program to produce the
framework by March. This decision meant that modification of the preliminary version according to reactions from
teachers throughout the state would have to be drastically curtailed.

However, the recent Board action exempts FL from the new Board policy, thus allowing FL textbooks to be
adopted before adoption of the FL framework.
